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Events on 18-19 May

The sound art exhibition Oscillations. Cape Town — Berlin: Sonic Inquiries and
Practices is still on view at the Akademie der Kiinste through Sunday, 19 May
2024.

In their works, ten artists from South Africa and Germany reveal the cracks in
South Africa’s post-apartheid society, offer modes of transformation and healing,
and probe questions about who owns sound in a postcolonial transhemispheric
context. Sounds from familiar and unfamiliar environments are deconstructed and
reconstructed, unfolding a wealth of meaning to listeners. Indigenous sound
practices and spirituality are combined with the latest technologies and
contemporary forms of artistic expression.

Thirty years of democracy in South Africa (in the run-up to the
elections in late May) and Lesotho’s bicentennial are special anniversaries
addressed and celebrated.

During a two-year process, the project partners — the Akademie der Kiinste, the
Center for Humanities Research at the University of the Western Cape and
Deutschlandfunk Kultur — have created a space for exchange, artist residencies,
collaboration, and the creation of new sound works. Residencies in Berlin and
Cape Town were set up to facilitate research, sound recordings and the
development of project-specific technologies for the new works. In parallel, the
research has given rise to radio productions broadcast on Deutschlandfunk Kultur.
